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WHO THE HECK ARE CITIZENS FOR A
BETTER SPRING SANDUSKY?

Citizens for a Better Spring
Sandusky is a coalition of representa-
tives from Harrison West, Dennison Place,
Italian Village, Victorian Village, and Friends
of Goodale Park.

Here’s what’s happening.

1. We met with the Ohio Depart-
ment of Transportation (ODOT) on 9/1
and discussed how the changes to the
project design since it was selected in
1982 would affect our neighborhoods.
2. We presented to their attorneys
an alternate design for the portion of
Spring Sandusky that is located imme-
diately south of our neighborhoods. This
design returns Goodale to a 2-way
street, allows easy access via Michi-
gan Avenue for trucks heading to the
manufacturing area along the river (so
they won’t have to cut through resi-
dential streets), and allows better flow
into and out of the proposed Arena
district. The plan is a huge improve-
ment over the current design by ODOT
and is WIN-WIN-WIN for commuters,
the Nationwide Arena, and us. We plan
to meet with Nationwide as well as City
and ODOT technical staff to present this
plan.

3. We are still pursuing legal ac-
tion. We will be seeking an injunction to
prevent the City and ODOT from spend-
ing more tax money on design plans for
SST until the adverse effects have been
reviewed and impacts considered. We
are actively involved with the National
Trust for Historic Preservation on the
lawsuit.

4. We need to hire Andrea Ferster,
a top transportation/historic resources at-
torney in Washington, D.C. Andrea is
feared by state DOTs. When confronted
by her, the chief of West Virginia’s high-
ways department legal office said, “We
don’t have anyone who can deal with
someone of Andrea Ferster’s ability.”
To be able to make a credible threat to
ODOT, we MUST be financially pre-
pared for sustained litigation.

5. We have hired a highway de-
sign consultant and a traffic consultant,
and we will be hiring a historic resources
consultant. This all takes money. Cur-
rently, we have enough money to get the
ball rolling.

We’ve certainly been sub-
jected to regulation as property owners
in this historic district—but, who’s regu-
lating the authorities??! ;

What You Missed
from Last Meeting’s
Speaker

Christy Nohle from the Urban
Gardener gave us an informative pre-
sentation on pulling together a beautiful
yard here in Harrison West. For those
of you who missed her fun presentation,
here is a simple recap, but if you want
the whole story, you’ll have to call Christy
at the Urban Gardener.

First analyze your site according
to the sun and shade at different times
of the day, the wind direction, and areas
of wet and dry soil conditions.

Think about what you do in your
yard so you know what kinds of “rooms”
you need. Do you need a recreation
“room”” of grass for the kids and the
pets, a dining “room” on a hard surface
patio or deck for outdoor dining and seat-
ing, space for a vegetable garden or for
a water feature?

Remember a focal point, such as
sculpture, large trees, a pond or foun-
tain, keeping it simple.

Measure your yard and transfer the
measurements to graph paper. Lay trac-
ing paper over the graph paper, so you can
“move” plants, focal points, etc. until you
are comfortable with everything.

Then you make a plan taking all
this into account.

Now you’re ready to begin work-
ing on your soil. She suggests a clay soil
conditioner, either a compound you buy
at a garden store such as the Urban
Gardener or hefty amounts of composted
vegetable matter. Throw in some or-
ganic, slow time-release fertilizer such
as Osmocote, too, so you don’t spend
all your time watering fertilizer onto your
lawn and plants.

Go to the garden center early in
each season to get the best choices and
plants. Did you ever wonder why your
yard has lots of bloom in the spring and
very little in the later summer? It’s be-
cause we all troop out to the garden
centers in May and buy what is in bloom.
Christy says we should go in Septem-
ber to see what’s in bloom then, too, so
we can keep our yards blooming through
the seasons.

Here are three really important tips:

1. Use slow release fertilizer so
you fertilize only once in a season.

2. Use perennials rather than an-
nuals because you basically can plant
them and forget them, unlike annuals
which must be watered, fed, sprayed,
and basically babied all summer.

3. Use cedar mulch where slugs
are bad.
