Humko Developer Meets With
P&D Committee

On February 10th the
Harrison West Planning
and Development
Committee packed Café
Corner for its meeting
with the developer of the
AC Humko site. The
meeting featured a
presentation from the
developer, Mark
Wagenbrenner, and his
architect, Rob Harris, in

which they shared the current plan for the site.
The plan features an extension of Harrison West’s

street grid into the Humko property with the goal of
seamlessly integrating the new development into the
existing neighborhood. All of the new roads will be
tree-lined, with curb lawns. The plan includes public
greenspace along the river for the entire length of the
site as envisioned by the City’s Riverfront Vision Plan.

The development includes 17 single family
residences with two-car detached garages along 2nd

Ave., 1st Ave. and Perry Street, 40 townhouse condo-
miniums with two-car detached garages between 2nd

Ave. and 1st Ave., 32 loft condominiums with ground-
level parking garage along the park by the river, and
186-214 apartment units south of 1st Ave. The archi-
tecture for the units will be compatible with Harrison
West’s residential scale, detailing, and massing (see
the pictures on Page 5).

Plan to attend February’s Harrison West Society
meeting where we will continue to discuss the plan.
Also, the P&D committee will continue to review the
plan as it works its way through zoning. The P&D
Committee will discuss this plan at its next meeting
and provide neighborhood comments to the devel-
oper.

The Art for Parks
Committee has issued an
open call to Ohio Artists
to create art for pocket
parks in Columbus’ Short
North neighborhood.

The Art for Parks
Committee of the Short
North Special Improve-
ment District (SID) and
BrickStreets Art Associa-
tion (BSAA) are working
together to bring art to the
pocket parks.

Defined by arches
across N. High Street, the
Short North is one of
Central Ohio’s most vi-
brant arts-oriented retail
and residential district.
Plans are under way to
create over twenty pocket
parks along this dynamic
urban corridor. The first
major pocket park incor-
porates innovative art and
will be completed later
this spring.

To be considered for
a commissioned, paid
proposal for the next
park, artists are invited to

submit a resume, five
slides of previous work
(labeled with artist’s
name, work title, date,
and medium) and a letter
of interest (including a
description of prior pub-
lic art experience) to
Maddy Weisz, Art for
Parks Committee, 1219
Harrison Ave., Colum-
bus, OH 43201, no later
than April 15, 2003.

By May 1, a jury
panel will select three fi-
nalists to develop a paid
proposal for a specific
site. Completed design
proposals will be due
June 15, 2003. All appli-
cation materials will be-
come property of the
SID. All entries, includ-
ing those received after
the deadline, will be kept
on file for subsequent
pocket park art projects.

I ordered shrimp in hot sauce

–– camarones ala diabla –– and it
was hot indeed. The 10 large
shrimps were tasty and tender, but
they were overwhelmed by the hot
sauce, which was nothing but
roasted Mexican chilies and some
oil, I think. HOT! I shared so we
all could stir it into our rice, which
turned from bland to furnace.
However, though I appreciate spicy
heat as much as the next person (and
a good deal more than most), there
was nothing but heat in this dish. It
needed some other flavors to
complement and enhance the chile.

The side orders were ordinary
with one exception. The refried
beans and Mexican rice were bland
and predictable The Mexican pota-
toes were cubed home fries with
cheese and onions. Nopalitos were
the surprise –– strips of pickled
cactus cooked with onion. Very
refreshing and a good counterpart to
the one-note diabla hot sauce.

Dessert was surprising, too. We
had flan and pastel de tres leches
cake. The flan was the regular
Mexican-style egg custard with
burnt-sugar caramel on top. The
cake, however, was good –– rich,
soaked with condensed milk and
brandy, iced with seafoam frosting
and whipped cream, and served in a
pool of more condensed milk. Jerry,
who doesn’t like cake, thought it
“pretty good.” Debby called it
“unexpected.”

There was some confusion with
the bills and considerable overcharg-
ing, which our waiter was unable to
rectify since he spoke very little
English. A friend of the owner helped
us straighten it out.

Overall, the three of us were
unimpressed with La Casita. For
the same price you get better
ambiance and more flavors at El
Vaquero on Olentangy, and the
drive is shorter!

Oriental Pasta Salad
Stephanie Tresso sent this

recipe for her excellent dish from
the Holiday Potluck. Bon Appetit!
4T Extra Virgin Olive Oil
4T Soy Sauce
3T Balsamic Vinegar
2t Minced Garlic (or to taste)
2T Dried Parsley
1T Hot Pepper Flakes (or to taste)

Mix seasoning together in a
bowl. Cook a 16-ounce box of pasta
and drain. Put pasta in container with
a lid and add seasoning. Shake well.
Mix in shredded cheese of choice -
Parmesan, pecorino or asiago. Shake
again. Refrigerate until cool. Top
with more shredded cheese when
serving.

Eadie Gourmet Eats
Out at La Casita

Neighbors Debby and Jerry
Colvin and I recently set out to
discover if La Casita, the newish
Mexican place on Bethel Road was
worth the trip.

We discovered that the
restaurant’s strengths and weak-
nesses render it very uneven. Some
of its offerings must be authentic,
because whole Mexican families
were dining there.

Let’s begin with the strengths.
The salsa is good, fresh and

pungent with cilantro and only
moderately hot. The chips are corn
tortillas quartered and deep fried.

Debby bravely ordered the
posole, which turned out to be
hominy (corn) soup. It came with a
big chunk of tender pork in the
bowl with the hominy, the whole
garnished with diced radish and
chopped lettuce. Good and unusual.

Unfortunately, her cheese
enchiladas were just what you
would expect -- three corn tortillas
wrapped around white cheese and
baked with a standard red sauce.

Jerry’s dinner was much better
–– chiles rellenos, two big real
poblano peppers stuffed with
cheese, picadillo relish, and shred-
ded chicken, dipped in a light
batter, and deep fried. The outer
batter, which I have seen elsewhere
as a half-inch thick greasy glob,
was light and crisp. The acceptable
quality cheese and chicken were
saved from blandness by the onion,
tomato and jalapeno of the
picadillo.
