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Harrison West Development May Revitalize
the Humko Site and “South of Third”

We all know that the Humko site has been a scab inhibiting the
development south of Third Avenue for the last 10 years, while the
neighborhood north of the factory has improved greatly. Most of us can
remember the horrible smell, the noise and dirt when the company blew
the stacks on along weekend, the greasy pall that settled over the neigh-
borhood on hot summer afternoons when there wasn't any wind. The tank
farm never added much to the ambiance of Harrison West, either.

All that may change as the factory site is developed as single family
homes, condos, and apartments. The Harrison West Society believes the
development of the Humko site as shown in these plans will drive devel-
opment and improvement of the neighborhood as a whole.

The Planning and Development Committee believes Wagenbrenner
Redlty’s plans for the site are an excellent example of urban planning. We
especially support:

- the Parkland dedication of 3.44 acres along the Olentangy River

- the extension of the neighborhood street and sidewalk grid

- the positive mix of 1, 2, and 3 family residences similar to the
neighborhood mix

- thereturn of the formerly abandoned Percy Street

- the on-street parking as indicated in the plan which reflects
parking throughout the neighborhood

- the plans for a Community House that the Society can use

- the sengitivity of the developer in naming the project Harrison
West and referring to it as an “extension of Harrison West”

From the beginning of this process, devel oper Mark Wagenbrenner
has actively sought the input of the neighborhood, has positively re-
sponded to neighborhood contributions, and has created an environment
conducive to open and civil dialogue. He has dramatically atered the
plans three times in response to neighborhood concerns, ideas, and input.

The P& D Committee believes that this Wagenbrenner Realty
project, especially the inclusion of the neighborhood from the beginning,
will stand as amodel for future ventures of this kind.

The Humko site today is a blight on the neighborhood.

Sngle- family houses such as these
should line First, Second, Perry, and
Percy. Duplexes and Triplexes will be
mixed in, just as in the neighborhood now.

The condominiums might look like these,
till in the style and scale of Harrison
West houses.

Apartments would be simi I ar to Victorian
Gate in the Short North, with the parking
mostly hidden behind and between the
buildings.

It is
impossible to overstate the impact
this development will have on
Harrison West both within the next
5 years and the next 50 years.
