It istime for usto determine what our neighbor-
hood will look like in 10 years. With an Area Com-
mission, our neighborhood will have the power to
stop bad development like the Phoenix Group’s
proposal for the Humko; and to encourage more good
development, like what is now planned for Humko.

With an Area Commission, Harrison West will
have the power to control its destiny and to protect
thefabric of our neighborhood.

It will beamajor project
because contaminated sediment
would haveto be safely removed
and the river banks stabilized so the
natural flow of water doesn’t erode
leviesthat protect Ohio State
University and Battellefrom
flooding.

Removing thedamwon’'t raise
water levelsdownstream. It might,
however, mean that OSU would
create ariverside park upstream of
thedam site.

The success of the project
should also go along way towards
realizing the public value of our
urbanriver.
