Eats Out at BD’s 

Mongolian Barbeque 
by Veda Gilp 

Next time people visit from 
Smallburg, USA, and you want to 
show them a fun time and feed 
them, too, hike over to BD’s 
Mongolian Barbeque in the Arena 
District. It’s interactive, fun, and 
relatively inexpensive. And BD’s 
is set up for champion eaters. 

You choose the ingredients 
for your stir fry from three kiosks 
of offerings, schlep it over to a 
hugemongous grill where wise-
cracking kids armed with yard- 
long knives cook it for you, then 
carry the aromatic finished product 
back to your table. 

An all-you-can-eat dinner is 
$13; soup, salad, rice and tortillas 
included. The floor show at the 
grill is thrown in for free. 

About the soup and salad – 
soups are OK, but not great. My 
Thai basil had a hint of heat and 
lemongrass. Tom and Steve’s 
minestrone was just OK and 
almost gooey with overcooked 
pasta. 

The salad was romaine and 
iceberg with a sweetish dressing. 

The meat ingredients are 
excellent: steak, beef tips, pork, 
chicken, grouper, shrimp, crawfish, 
scallops, even squid. 

I lost count of the vegetables, 
but I know tofu and pea pods were 
present with the broccoli, peppers, 
mushrooms, bean sprouts, beans, 
corn, potatoes and onions. 

One of the reasons for trying 
BD’s is so you can experiment 
with a wider variety of sauces, oils 
and spices than you’d probably 
ever keep at home.
