The City of Columbus has released the UIRF 
(Urban Infrastructure Recovery Funds) money to 
complete the Third Avenue Bridge Park, aka Side by 
Side Art Park. Plans call for making the Side by Side 
sculptures the focal points.

They also offer tossed salads 
and a spinach salad with onions and 
oranges. The spinach salad always 
is a good bet, but summon up 
sufficient verbal energy to ask that 
they put it into a much larger 
bowl than the dessert bowl it’s 
usually piled into; otherwise you 
wind up with spinach and onion 
rings all over the table. 

They offer blue jello. Enough 
said. 

If you are lucky enough to 
get there when they have meat 
loaf, rejoice. It’s the kind your 
grandmother made. (My mother 
cooked meals, but you all are a bit 
younger than I, and I’m assuming 
your Mom worked and hit MCL 
just as I do.) All beef, just enough 
bread crumbs to hold it together, 
and ketchup on top. 

They almost always have 
baked turkey with dressing, which 
is good.

Sides  go with the entrees 
offered. Always those good 
mashed potatoes, beans of some 
sort, sometimes mac and cheese. 
Assume the vegetables will have 
come from a can, except when 
they have asparagus, when it’s 
fresh and cooked just right. 

They make their breads and 
desserts there, and they are big 
sellers by the piece and uncut. Try 
the cloverleaf rolls. Pretty good. 

They always have pie and 
cake and a custard of some sort. 
For two years, I’ve been resisting 
their custard pie. One of these 
days.... 

Last week, Molly got a 
humongous piece of dark choco-
late cake with a pastry creme 
filling. She was going to take it 
home with her, but you know me 
and my chocolate habit. She had 
half a piece left to take home. 

MCL will never take the 
place of your Mom’s kitchen, or 
Cap City Diner, or the French 
Loaf. But for what it is, and for as 
little energy as it takes to eat 
there, it’s good value, decent 
food, and you can almost always 
be pretty sure you won’t run into 
anyone you know who’s under 70.

Eats Out at MCL

Neighbors Molly Maccracken 
and Lauren Creighten and I fre-
quently hit the MCL, otherwise 
known as the MediCare Lounge, 
for comfort food on those nights 
none of us have the energy to cook 
–– or deal with perky wait persons. 

If you’ve ever been in that 
position, the MCL in Kingsdale 
Center should be in your list of 
“places I like to eat but don’t brag 
about.” 

 The MCL serves up true 
comfort food for very little money. 
There’s no tipping, and you’ll 
NEVER see a size 2 waitress. It’s a 
cafeteria just like in grade school 
where you push your tray along the 
line and point out what you want. 
Few verbal skills are required, 
which is good, given my state of 
mind some evenings. 

The food is better than you 
would expect, and, contrary to 
rumor, they do provide salt and 
pepper at the tables. 

I go for their baked chicken, 
which is always very good, costs 
less than $4, and is right there 
when I point at it. With it I usually 
have decent mashed potatoes and 
gravy and green beans cooked with 
bacon (remember, I said I go there 
for comfort food). 

They always offer the kinds of 
salads your grandmother made: 
carrot and raisin, 3 bean, cucum-
bers and onions in vinegar, jello 
with fruit, broccoli and mayo, 
pickled beets. Lauren loves their 
cucumber and onions and Molly 
orders the 3 bean whenever they 
have it.
