Snappers winter menu boasts
potato-crusted grouper. Thiswas
one of the best presentations of
grouper that | have ever had
(though Kristi ordered it). It was
coated in shredded potatoes and
sauteed until golden. It wassimply
splendid. It ravished the taste buds.
The red wine butter sauce on the
plate was so good, we surrepti-
tiously soaked it up with bits of
bread. | ordered Lake Victoria
Perch. A large piece of delicate
perch was coated with parmesan
and perched on amound of |obster-
mashed potatoeswith grilled
asparagus and chive beurre blanc.

Thefish wasexcellent; very
flaky and full of flavor.

The mashed potatoes were
not excellent. Sure, they had
pieces of |obster in them, but so
what? They were just mashed
potatoes. | found the smoky
roasted vegetableson Kristi’'s
plate to be much better.

Thegrilled asparagus was,
I’m sorry to say, uneven. Two of
the three piecesweregrilled with
that accompanying smoky flavor,
but the third would have benefited
from someknifework inthe
kitchen before they started cook-
ingit.

The chive beurre blanc sauce
was excellent with just atouch of
hesat.

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sauce.” Doesn’t that sound like
heaven on aplate?
