“We'reready to gowhen it
driesout,” Mark Wagenbrenner,
the devel oper of the AC Humko
site, told the News recently.

Depending on the weather,

house construction on the site, now

known as Harrison Park for mar-
keting purposes, will beginin
March. Average frozen winter
weather issomething they can

handle, but the excessrain and mud

have kept workers out of the site
for weeksnow.

Onavery positive note, the
environmental contamination they
thought they would encounter has
been negligibleand hasall been
dealt with. Thereisno gasleftin
thesail.

Thelargest problem has been

vegetable-oil contaminated dirtina

250 X 200 sguare foot area.
Contractorsare removing this soil
to adepth of 24 feet and taking it
toalandfill. “1t'snot hazardous
material,” Mark states, “you just
can'tbuildonit.”

The caboose hasbeen sold,
and will beremoved as soon as
AEP hastimeto drop somelines.

You know what’ s been happening
withAEP, soit may beawhile.
Then the buyer plansto renovateit
into aplayhousefor hischildren.

The City of Columbus had
determined that Wagenbrenner
would pay to dig up and replace a
broken 36-inch sewer lineon the
property. Inspection reveal ed that
thelinewasin better condition than
realized, andreliningisall that’s
needed. That processisongoing.

Questioned about thelongtime
sewer smell at the site, Mark re-
plied, “We can’t eliminate the sewer
line becausethere'salift station
there handling flow from Grand-
view. But when we' refinished,
residentswon’t know it'sthere. It
won'tsmell.

“Oncethe contaminated dirtis
removed, we' |l begin building the
new sewersto serve the project and
seven or eight houses on the east
sideof Perry Street,” Wagenbrenner
finished.

40 gallons of paint (every drop donated by Creative Paints), two artists
painting eight or nine hours aday every day for one month, and alift truck
(donated by United Rentals, thank you very much).

The project was funded mainly by the Greater ColumbusArts Coun-
cil to the tune of $7,500 and the Ohio Arts Council for $1,585. Private
donors contributed the remaining $9,000. Funding was arranged through
the BrickStreet ArtsAssociation (BSAA). BrickStreetsis anot-for-profit
group that facilitates public art in Columbus through assi stance with the
process of producing public art. That includes assistance with fund-raising,
Callsfor Artists, seating juriesfor juried selection of artists, contract
negotiation, and public interface with the process and the artists.
